When he arrived at SJPC eight years ago, it was his hope that one day we would have our own LOGOS ministry. This
past spring, the call was put out to ten members of our church to attend a LOGOS training event.

Our members agreed to move forward with LOGOS because they, like us, saw the need for a program that could not
only make Christ-like disciples of our youth, but also set up a pathway for them that led to greater church
involvement in worship and membership.

We currently have 18 leaders and numerous volunteers in our LOGOS ministry. We have only six LOGOS nights
under our belt and we are already seeing repeat attendance from some guests and a steady attendance from
registered youth. The kids not only receive the spiritual nourishment they need from Bible Study and Worship Skills,
but they also get their fun on with Recreation and at Family Time with our dynamite duo Dinner Deans! They
definitely give the program its "wow" factor. They go above and beyond each Sunday night to entertain the youth.

We are now in the planning phases to grow the program and keep the youth that we have. LOGOS is the future of
not only our youth, but our church!
