“Love”. The project was so well
received by the congregation

that the youth were encouraged to

create another set of banners that
are appropriate for display the
year round.

LOGOS is proving to be a very
effective ministry for creating a
arena where the youth of our
church are nurtured, and the
congregation profits from the
developing of relationships
among people associating in a
Christian environment.
